Family Historian Software

User Group

The Family Historian Software User Group is the most recently established Special Interest
Group at QFHS.

Not familiar with the Family History tool? We asked Group Convenor Malcolm Kingston
to provide you with some more information about the software and its useful features.

Family Historian was initially developed, and is still owned, by Calico Pie of the UK, who
continue with ongoing development and a responsive support team. There is a very active
and friendly UK user group community with regular contributions to their online forum and
knowledge base.

It has a very user-friendly, easy to navigate interface, which allows you to quickly and
efficiently add data and images into your family tree so that it is uniform and consistent. As
you get more confident, you realise the depth of its features and power that it offers to your
family history project.

In Family Historian, not only can you add as many pictures as you like for each person,
you can add a picture once and link it to each person in the picture. The best family
photographs are usually the ones which have more than one family member in them. In
Family Historian, you can link each person to their own face in each picture they're in —
without having to crop your pictures.

The software supports Source-driven Data Entry, utilising source templates to facilitate
easier and more accurate recording of source information. Family Historian’s word
processing features, which can be used with notes, source transcriptions (‘text from
source’) and research notes include: fonts and text styles; tables; embedded source
citations; record & weblink links; embedded hash tags; plus many more. The Find and
Replace tool allows text to be found & replaced throughout a project — either in specified
text fields, or all text fields.

Diagrams are tightly integrated and used for browsing, exploring and editing. You can
click-and-drag on boxes to add relatives (parents, siblings & children) directly into your
family history database.

Use the Map Window to map the locations of all the places and events in your projects.
View family movements over time, using the Time Slider.

A powerful Query Engine allows you to extract whatever data you want from your family
tree file. eg. what were the ages at death of X's ancestors in the 19th Century?*

To find out more, join us at our next user group meeting. We welcome current users or
members who are interested in exploring the possibilities of using Family Historian as your
family history application of choice.
